1. Author 4. Publisher
2. Title and subtitle 5. Year of Publication
3. City of Publication 6. Page number(s) cited
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All research papers for a history class should include a title page with the following elements:

1. Paper title, Cntered
2. Writer’s name
3. Course Title, Instructor’s Name, and Date
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
